1. In App downloads

triple j’s Unearthed App is the first in Australia to offer in App downloads. Downloaded songs will remain within the
App as data. Please note this does not allow synchronisation with users’ iTunes library. Downloaded tracks are
listened to within the Unearthed App. This feature was developed with iPod Touch users in mind.

If users want to include Unearthed tracks on their iTunes library, the best path is via triplejunearthed.com — where
tracks can be downloaded to users’ iTunes library.

2. Sharing tracks with friends

The Unearthed iPhone App has inbuilt functionality to share tracks and playlists via email, twitter and Facebook
within the App itself, making it easy for users to discover and then recommend the best of triple j’'s Unearthed to
their friends.

3. Synchronised playlists between triplejunearthed.com and the App

Users can create and manage their playlists at either triplejunearthed.com or within the triple j Unearthed iPhone
App and their updates will be reflected in both. To create playlists users are required to login and go to edit mode.
Logging in quick and easy, and they will only be required to register and login once. Users can create up to five
personal playlists and.

4. Shuffle and Bluetooth

The Unearthed App was designed for rich user experience. If users are looking to refresh the tracks in their playlists,
they can tap the shuffle icon on top of the playlists to mix it all over again. When the player is opened, users can also
tap on the Bluetooth icon to pair the iPhone with wireless headphones, car stereo or hi-fi speakers - as long as they
are Bluetooth enabled.

5. Other cool features
Playful discoveries: if leaves and bugs are still in the way of the tracks after the phone has been shaken, blow the
iPhone microphone to move them out of your way.
